Directions

1. Cut sashing, borders and binding according to this chart:

2. Prepare Hearth and Home Blocks:

a. Trim blocks to 9 x 9 inches square.

3. Sew center of the quilt together:

a. Sew the block rows together: block, sash, block, sash, block.  Press seams toward the sashes.

b. Sew the sashing rows together: sash, cornerstone, sash, cornerstone, sash.  Press seams toward sashes.

c. Sew alternating rows together: block row, sashing row, block row, etc.  Press seams toward sashes.

4. Add outer border:

a. Measure length of the quilt at this point and trim side outer border strips to this measurement.

b. Measure the width of the quilt at this point, including the side outer border, and trim the end outer border strips to this measurement.

c. Sew the side outer border strips to the quilt and press seams toward the outer borders.

d. Sew outer border cornerstones to the ends of the end outer border strips and press toward the outer border strips.

e. Sew the end outer border strips with cornerstones to the quilt and press seams toward the outer borders.

5. Using fusible batting supplied by DCSQ, sandwich quilt top, batting, and backing.  Lightly press until all layers are adhered. 

6. Quilt with regular or decorative stitch on domestic sewing machine.

7. Bind quilt with 2¼ or 2½ inch binding strips.
