3. Arrange all 48 charm squares in a pleasing arrangement on design wall, floor or bed.  Sew together in rows, pressing odd numbered rows to the right and even numbered rows to the left.

4. Sew rows together, pressing toward the bottom of the quilt.

5. Sew border strips together with a colored strip between 2 background strips pressing all seams toward the same side.  Make 2 long border units and 2 short border units. 

6. Measure quilt across the width and the length and trim border strips to these measurements

7. Sew long border units to the long sides of the quilt, making sure that seams in the strips are pressed toward the outside of the quilt.  Press this seam also toward the outside of the quilt.

8. Arrange Nine-Patch squares in 3 rows according to the picture above.  Sew the patches together to make the 3 rows.  Press the top and bottom rows to the left and the middle row to the right. 

9. Sew the 3 rows together to make the nine-patchs.  Press the seams toward the bottom.  Trim the nine-patch to 6½ inches.  Make 4 nine patches.

10. Sew a nine-patch block to either end of the top and bottom borders, turning the nine-patch until the seam allowances are alternating with the border unit seams.

11. Now add the top and bottom borders to the quilt.  Press seams toward the center of the quilt.  
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
