Hovander House

1. One year project 
2. 9 twin size quilts 
3. Block campaign with Floating Star blocks 
4. Members to use their own brights for star fabric 
5. Background fabric and instructions available from Cindy Hilleary and on the web site. 
6. Trisha Millonig has a few kits with background fabric and brights from her own stash 
7. 32 blocks per quilt, need total of 288 star blocks 
8. DCSQ will provide fabric for background, setting triangles, borders, backing and binding. 
9. Quilt tops will be assembled as we get enough blocks 
10. Quilted by longarm quilters 
11. Presentation of quilts to representative from Hovander House at meeting next spring.
Bundles of Love

1. Two year project

2. Timeless Treasures Round Robin Challenge

a. 36” x 48” baby quilts

b. Packets of fabric to make 5 baby quilts, 4 total yards in each packet

c. 2 month marketing project, in exchange for free fabric.  Finish by August 9.

d. Treating as group sewing of 5 baby quilts rather than as a challenge

e. Design session – volunteers who want to participate in design next week. 

f. Would like designs from different people. Tentatively planning quick class on EQ to design quilts, but other designers without EQ are welcome to participate. Details depend on who is interested, and how they want to proceed.

g. Round Robin implies medallion style quilts, but that doesn’t mean they have to be traditional center medallions

3. Hearth and Home quilts – 9 patch on point blocks

a. Goal to make 40 quilts this year

b. Block Campaign to make Hearth and Home blocks – 9-patch on point

c. Members asked to make blocks from their own fabrics, brights or pastels.

d. Cindy Hilleary has instructions for block and they will be posted on the web site.  Email will be sent when web site is updated.

e. Quilts will be assembled as we get enough blocks turned in – 12 blocks per quilt

f. DCSQ will provide fabric for borders, sashing, backing and binding.

4. Quilts can be quilted on domestic machines, or longarm, but we’re counting on members being able to quilt most of them on their domestic machines

5. Guidelines for size and other baby quilt patterns will be available on the web site for members to make a baby quilt on their own.

6. Presentation of quilts to representative from Bundles of Love at meeting next spring.
