1. Choose three fabrics in one of the following color groups:

2. Cut patches according to this chart:

	For 1 block, cut:

	Nine-patch corners and center, dark

	Setting triangles, medium

	6 inch square, cut in half diagonally once

3. Arrange Nine-Patch squares in 3 rows according to the picture above.  Sew the patches together to make the 3 rows.  Press the top and bottom rows out and the middle row in.

4. Sew the 3 rows together to make the nine-patch.  Press the seams open.  Trim the nine-patch to 6½ inches.

5. Sew a setting triangle to the top of the nine-patch, centering the nine-patch on the setting triangle.  Then sew another setting triangle to the bottom of the nine-patch, again centering the nine-patch on the setting triangle.  Press both seams toward the outside of the block.

6. Now add the remaining setting triangles to the sides of the nine-patch, centering the nine-patch on the setting triangle.  Press seams toward the outside of the block.  

7.  Do NOT trim the block.  It is ready to turn in to Beth or Cindy at the next meeting or sewing day.
