Floating Saw Tooth Star

Size of block including seam allowances:  13 ½”.
Get the background fabric from Beth Kobliska or Cindy Hilleary.

Use brights for the star fabrics -a print for the center square with a contrasting tone on tone for the star points.  
 Note, that the star points “float”, away from the edge of the block, so the points will not be lost when trimmed.

Cutting:

Background fabric:


A – corners


cut 4 squares 4 ½” x 4 ½”

B – “sky” of flying geese
cut 4 rectangles 4 ½” x 5 ½”
Star fabrics:


C – Star points


cut 8 squares 3” x  3”

D – Star center

cut 1 square 5 ½” x 5 ½”

Assembly:

Use scant ¼” seam allowances.
Floating Flying geese star points: 
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1. Using pencil or chalk, lightly draw a diagonal line from corner to opposite corner on the wrong side of the 8 “C” star point squares.
2. Place C star point square, on B background rectangle, right sides together, aligning the corners of C and B.  Sew about a needle width, or a couple threads away from the diagonal line, towards the aligned corners, as shown.  (Sewing directly on the diagonal line tends to make the star point too small.) 
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3. Trim to ¼” seam allowance.  Fold the corner up and lightly press seam allowance toward star point fabric, being careful not to stretch the bias.  

4. Repeat 3 times using the remaining background rectangles “B” and 3 star point squares “C”.
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5. Repeat on the adjacent corner of each rectangle “B”, to form the other star point.  Press seam allowance towards star point fabric.
Building the Block:
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6. On 2 of the flying geese units sew background squares “A” to either side of 2 of the flying geese units.
7. Press seam allowances toward background squares “A”.  
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Pressing directions are important so the seam allowances will nest when the quilt top is assembled!

8. Sew the other 2 flying geese units to the star center square “D”
9. Press the seam allowances towards the center.
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Pressing directions are important so the seam allowances will nest when the quilt top is assembled!

10. Finish assembling the block as shown above, sewing the flying geese / corner units to the center square unit.

11. Press seams towards the center in the direction of the arrows.
