1. Cut sashing, borders and binding according to this chart: 

	Fabric
	Dimensions
	For quilt, cut

	Setting Triangles
	18 inch square, cut diagonally twice, yielding 16 triangles, but only 14 will be used 
	4 squares

	Corner Triangles
	9½ inch square, cut diagonally once
	2 squares

	Inner Border Ends
	3½ x WOF 
	4 strips

	Outer Border  
	4½ x WOF
	9 strips

	Backing
	2¼  yards, 108 inches wide
	

	Binding
	2¼ or 2½ inches x WOF
	9 strips


2. Prepare Hovander House Blocks:

a. Trim blocks to 12½ x 12½ inches square.

3. Sew center of the quilt together:

a. Sew the diagonal block rows together according to the picture above, including blocks and setting triangles, but not corner triangles.  Press seams to the left on the first row and to the right on the next row and alternate pressing for each row.  Sew all rows.

b. Sew the block rows to each other, press seams down toward the bottom of the quilt.

c. Trim the setting triangles leaving ¼ inch seam allowance.

d. Now add the 4 corner triangles.  Press seams toward the corners.  

e. Trim the corner triangles to square up the quilt top.

4. Add inner border:

a. Sew together inner border strips with diagonal seams to make a continuous border.

b. Measure the width of the quilt at this point, including the side outer border, and cut 2 strips this length for the top and bottom inner borders

c. Sew the top and bottom inner border strips to the quilt and press seams toward the inner borders.

5. Add outer border:

a. Sew together outer border strips with diagonal seams to make a continuous outer border.

b. Measure length of the quilt at this point and cut 2 side outer border strips to this measurement.

c. Sew the side outer border strips to the quilt and press seams toward the outer borders.

d. Measure the width of the quilt at this point, including the side outer border, and cut 2 end outer border strips to this measurement.

e. Sew the end outer border strips to the quilt and press seams toward the outer borders.
