APRON PATTERNS by Trisha Millonig & Gerry McBride

Main apron piece: cut one piece of fabric 20” x 24” 

Apron front pocket piece:  Cut one piece 15” x 27”
Ties:  Cut 2 pieces of 2” x WOF (42” x 44”) strips.

Seam allowance used is 1/2”.

1. Fold main apron piece right sides together lengthwise and sew side seams. Clip corners; turn right side out and press. Baste top seam closed.

2. Fold apron pocket piece right sides together lengthwise and stitch leaving a 5” opening on one short side. Clip corners and turn right side out. Fold open edge in on side and topstitch close to edge on all four sides.

3. Lay apron pocket on top of main piece with the folded edges on the bottom. Line up the side seams first. On the lower edge, about 6” in from each side fold a 3/4” pleat with the fold facing the side seams. Topstitch the pocket piece to the main piece ¼ ” in from the edges and reinforce ends. Mark two lines 3 ½ ” out from the center of the pocket and stitch from the apron bottom to top of apron pocket. This will create three pockets in the apron.

4. About 1 1/4” in from the right side, stitch a line from the apron bottom to top of apron pocket. This will create a narrow pocket for a pen or pencil. 
5. Join the two 2” strips using a bias seam. Press in half lengthwise. Then, press each edge to the centerfold. Line up the center of raw edge of the tie piece to the center of the apron main piece. Pin and stitch in place using slightly less than a 1/2” seam allowance. Fold the ties over on itself and stitch along the edge. Try apron on and determine length of ties. Cut and zigzag the raw tie ends.

2nd Choice (pleated front). Pattern is similar but with a few changes.

Main apron piece & backing: Cut two pieces 11” x 24” 

Apron front pocket and lining:  Cut two pieces 7 1/2” x 28” 

Edging over pocket edge: Cut one piece 2” x WOF. 

Ties:  Cut 2 pieces 2” x WOF (42” x 44”) strips. (Later trimmed down to 63”).

1. Edging trim was cut to size for pocket piece (approx. 28”) and was folded in half and stitched to back side of front pocket. Use a 1/4” seam and then folded it over to the front and topstitched it down.

2. Pocket was stitched only to top piece of main apron piece. Mark/pin center of pocket area on both the top main apron piece and apron pocket for matching up. Then stitch a line down on center and reinforce edges. I stitched a line on the 6” mark on both sides. Then folded over a tuck (facing side seams) about 1/2”over the stitched line on both sides. You can tack the stitching on lower edge and pin fold to hold. Center line: Fold pleats 1/2” towards center line and tack down at bottom seam..

3. Lay the one backing  piece of main apron (11” x 24”) facing right side over front of apron and stitch 3/8” seam. Trim edges and corners. Turn inside out and press. Topstitch sides (1/4”) and bottom edge of apron.

4. Waistband: Iron 1/4” fold on one side. Baste top edge of apron before applying waistband (optional). Stitch the unfolded side of waistband to back side of main apron top piece. Fold the edges over and ends in and then topstitch along the edges on the ties and waistband.
